Rules Update

The BHA Chief Executive, Nic Coward mentioned at the Annual Conference that the lengthy process
of rewriting the Rules was finally coming to an end and the new Rule Book was to be launched in July.

The BHA have since received a number of questions about how the eventual change over from the old
book to the new book is going to take place. The short answer is that the new book will be available
online in July, with a twenonth window for everybody to familiarise themselves with the new format
before the final change over in September.

Familiarisation with the new format, rather than with the new Rules, is the easiest way of understanding
the rewrite because the actual meaning and application of the individual Rules has not changed. What
the rewrite has hopefully achieved is to:

° Remove duplication;

. Use plain English and avoid jargon; and

. Make the Rules more usétendly by bringing similar relevant provisions together (the introduc-
tion of 6 individual Manuals).

Alongside the rewrite, the online Rule Book has also been overhauled and therefore when you go on
line to view the book in July you will find it much more udeendly. The site will be easier to navi-

Weather Report

Below is a summary of the April 2009
Weather Report (for England and Wales)
from the Environment Agency.

April was relatively dry across most of Eng-

land and Wales, and the fifth month out of the
last six with below average rainfall across
England and Wales. Soil moisture deficits in-
creased during the month particularly across
eastern and south east England. Monthly
mean river flows across England and Wales
were mostlybelow normalor notably lowfor

the time of year particularly in Wales, north-

Regions at around 40mm.

River Flows: Monthly mean river flows for
April were below normalor notably lowfor

the time of year at three quarters of the indica-
tor sites. River flows in eastern and central
southern England were mostiprmal for the
time of year.

Groundwater Levels: Groundwater levels
decreased at all but four updated indicator
sites during April. Over three quarters of sites
were normal or higher for the time of year.
Three sites in the chalk aquifer decreased
from normal in March to below normalin

ern England, south west England, parts of the April. Two sites in the limestone aquifer of

Midlands and in the far south east. Groundwa-
ter levels decreased at the majority of indica-
tor sites during April. At the end of the
month, groundwater levels wenermal at the
majority of indicator sites except for those in
the limestone aquifers of the Cotswolds and
south Wales. Overall reservoir stocks de-
creased in all our regions except for Thames
which remained unchanged.

Rainfall: April was drier than average across
all our regions except for our South West Re-
gion. Monthly rainfall totals ranged from 42%
of the long term average (LTA) in our An-
glian Region to 110% in our South West Re-
gion. Overall, England and Wales received
75% of the monthly LTA.

Soil Moisture Deficit: Soil moisture deficits
(SMD) increased during April in six of our
eight regions. At the end of the month, defi-
cits were highest in our Anglian and Thames
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south Wales and the Cotswolds remained
tably lowfor the time of year and one site in
the limestone aquifer of south Wales changed
from notably lowin March toexceptionally
low in April.

Reservoir Stocks:Reservoir stocks decreased
by between 2% and 6% in all our regions ex-
cept for Thames Region, where stocks remain
unchanged. The largest decrease of 14% was
at Clatworthy Reservoir in our South West
Region. At the end of April, stocks wener-

mal or higher for the time of year at just over
half of reservoirs or reservoir groups. Stocks
within the Northern Command Zone (NCZ)
and the Pennines Group in our North West
Region werenotably lowfor the time of year
for the second and third consecutive months
respectively. Overall reservoir stocks for Eng-
land and Wales decreased by 3% to 91% of
capacity.
